“Basic Christology”

“Jesus As Messiah”

Isaiah 9:6-7 - For to us a child is born,  to us a son is given,  and the government will be on his shoulders.  And he will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God,  Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government and peace there will be no end. He will reign on David's throne and over his kingdom,  establishing and upholding it with justice and righteousness from that time on and forever.  The zeal of the LORD Almighty will accomplish this. (700 BC)

Messiah - an expected deliver, specifically to the Jewish people
	      - an anointed king

Key Attributes About the Promised Messiah:
I. Born of a virgin.

Isaiah 7:14 - Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel. (700 BC)
Matthew 1:20-23 - But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins. "All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: "The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel"[—which means, "God with us."

II. From the House of Judah
Isaiah 37:31 - Once more a remnant of the house of Judah will take root below and bear fruit above. (700 BC)
Matthew 1:1-2 - A record of the genealogy of Jesus Christ the son of David, the son of Abraham: Abraham was the father of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacob,  Jacob the father of Judah and his brothers

III. House of David

Isaiah 16:5 - In love a throne will be established; in faithfulness a man will sit on it - one from the house of David - one who in judging seeks justice and speeds the cause of righteousness. (700 BC)

Matthew 1:6 - and Jesse the father of King David. David was the father of Solomon, whose mother had been Uriah's wife..
IV. Born in Bethlehem
Micah 5:2 - "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel,  whose origins are from of old, from ancient times. (500 BC)
Matthew 2:1 - After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem

V. Live in Nazareth
Isaiah 9:1-2 - Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in distress. In the past he humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the future he will honor Galilee of the Gentiles, by the way of the sea, along the Jordan-(Nazareth)
 The people walking in darkness have seen a great light; on those living in the land of the shadow of death a light has dawned. (700 BC)


Matthew 2:22-23 - But when he heard that Archelaus was reigning in Judea in place of his father Herod, he was afraid to go there. Having been warned in a dream, he withdrew to the district of Galilee, and he went and lived in a town called Nazareth. So was fulfilled what was said through the prophets: "He will be called a Nazarene.

Role of the Messiah”
a) To establish a kingdom 
Jeremiah 31:33 - This is the covenant I will make with the house of Israel after that time," declares the LORD. "I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people. 
Matthew 4:17 - From that time on Jesus began to preach, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand."
*Jesus Inaugurated His kingdom with his first coming.  Matt. 4:17, 10:7
*Jesus spoke of a greater kingdom to come that would be fully established one day.  John 14:3
*Theologians use the phrase “Already here, but yet not fully come” to describe the Kingdom of God!
*The kingdom that Jesus would establish would be one that would live with in the hearts of all His followers. It wouldn’t be one of politics and man made agendas. It would be one that would be solely established to carry out the will of His Father in heaven on earth.
    b)  To deal with the sin of the people
Romans 6:6 - For we know that our old self was crucified with Him so that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin

Hebrews 9:15 - For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance—now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed under the first covenant.

    c) To save those who wait for Him
2 Timothy 4:18 - The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack and will bring me safely to his heavenly kingdom. To him be glory for ever and ever. Amen.
*The Hebrew people of Jesus’ day were expecting their Messiah to rescue them from the oppression of Roman rule. They did not realize that He was sent to rescue them from a greater bondage, that being the bondage of sin!
d) To establish a New Priesthood/Covenant
“3 types of messiah in the OT - Each bringing a covenant”
Abraham – Abrahamic Covenant
Moses – Mosaic Covenant
David – Davidic Covenant
NT > “Jesus – New Covenant”
Hebrews 6:20 - where Jesus, who went before us, has entered on our behalf. He has become a high priest forever, in the order of Melchizedek.   
<Melchizedek represents a king who has no beginning nor end.>
<Melchizedek was the King of Salem, which meant the King of Peace>
Hebrews 8:7 - For if there had been nothing wrong with that first covenant, no place would have been sought for another
Hebrews 8:13 - By calling this covenant "new," he has made the first one obsolete; and what is obsolete and aging will soon disappear

Conclusion:
Philippians 3:20 - But our citizenship is in heaven. And we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ,

Revelation 11:15 - The seventh angel sounded his trumpet, and there were loud voices in heaven, which said: "The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he will reign for ever and ever.


*Jesus Christ came as Messiah to the Jewish people over 2000 years ago to redeem them and the Gentiles from the curse of the law. This same Jesus, our Messiah, will one day return to redeem His church and forever establish His kingdom!
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
