Falling In Love With The Person & Work Of Jesus 

“Son of Man”

· Daniel 7:13-14 > Nightly vision given to Daniel about Jesus 
(Son of Man)

I. He comes with the clouds of heaven.
II. He came to the Ancient of Days.
III. They brought Him near before Him.
IV. Then to Him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages should serve Him.

*This vision is of Jesus in which after His death, He would go before Father God and present Himself as representation of man to God.


David Sliker writes:

“If Jesus was divine, then was He human at all? Those that preached a heresy known as “Docetism” (doe-see-tism, which means, “to seem”) said that Jesus was, in fact, fully God but only appeared to be human. They 
believed this because they thought that the physical body was evil and that God appeared as Jesus to show us the way to be delivered to a superior state 
of existence, becoming spirit-beings after we die and travel to heaven. This, of course, ignores the passages in the Bible where Jesus is born, grows, learns, builds, eats, gets thirsty, gets tired, sleeps, cries, shakes hands, sweats, suffers, bleeds, hurts, dies, and afterwards asks Thomas to touch 
Him to prove that He is still, in fact, a human being. Jesus (and his followers) emphasized repeatedly that He was both the Son of God and the Son of David. Those two titles were combined in one Hebrew phrase from the book of Daniel: “The Son of Man”.”



Note:

-Jesus is called the “Son of Man” 88 times in the gospels. It was Jesus’ most used title of Himself.

-Theologians use the word “Incarnation” to explain the coming of the 2nd member of the Trinity into human history as the man Jesus Christ.

Incarnation – becoming flesh > Taken from the Latin translation of John

Mark Driscoll – “The word speaks of Jesus’ humility in temporarily forgoing being worshipped by angels as God in glory to come instead on a mission to glorify God in Heaven and save sinners on earth.”

Christian Council of Chalcedon 451 AD – Confirmed the Biblical position regarding the divinity and humanity of Jesus.  They used the phrase “hypostatic union” to declare that Jesus was one person with two natures, human and divine. Jesus is both fully God and fully man. The Biblical name for this is “Immanuel – God with us.”

Question:

-What is the importance of Jesus being an actual man? 

I.  He understands what we endure! > Hebrews 2:9-11, 14-18
II. He humbled Himself, so to be exalted! > Philippians 2:5-11

*Jesus who is God and was with God in Heaven, left the perfection of Heaven and made Himself like us. He humbled himself, so He could fully understand what we feel, endure, are tempted with, and face as human beings! He is not a God who does not understand us.  Everything we have been through He knows and has experienced. Yet He never sinned in all that he did.  He, who knew no sin, took upon Himself, all the sin, shame, guilt of the world, so that we could be free from it! 

· 2 Corinthians 5:21 - He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him



*Jesus took upon Himself, as the perfect man, the sin (past/present/future) of every human being, and became the once and for all sacrifice, that would completely deal with the wages of sin for eternity.

*He came in the form of man and modeled for us how to live a better way as human beings. He did this knowing what it was like to be man!

A.W. Tozer – “Our Father in heaven knows our frame and remembers that we are dust. He knew our inborn treachery, and for His own sake engaged to save us. His only begotten Son, when He walked among us, felt our pains in their naked intensity of anguish.
