

“Theology Of Holy Spirit”

· Luke 11:13  If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him?"


4 Fold Purpose Of The Gift Tongues:

I.  Tongues is a heavenly language spoken by men to God!

· 1 Corinthians 14:2 - For one who speaks in a tongue does not speak to men but to God; for no one understands, but in his spirit he speaks mysteries.


II.  Tongues is a language that brings personal edification to the believer!       

· 1 Corinthians 14:4 -  One who speaks in a tongue edifies himself; but one who prophesies edifies the church.


III.  Tongues are a gift given to the believer to help them in times of weakness!

· Romans 8:26 -27-  26 In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us through wordless groans. 27 And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the will of God


IV.  Tongues are a sign to the un-believer!

· 1 Corinthians 14:22 - Tongues, then, are a sign, not for believers but for unbelievers; prophecy, however, is not for unbelievers but for believers

· Mark 16:17 - And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues;

*Tongues are a demonstration of the authority and power of Holy Spirit at work in some ones life!  It is the demonstration of power that many times reveal Christ to the unbeliever.


First Biblical Accounts of Tongues:

· Acts 2:4 - All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them

· Acts 2:11 - (both Jews and converts to Judaism); Cretans and Arabs—we hear them declaring the wonders of God in our own tongues!”

· Acts 10:45-47 - 45 The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on Gentiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God.

· Acts 19:6 - When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in tongues and prophesied.


Two Stances On Tongues As A Sign Of Baptism of the Holy Spirit:


a. Initial Physical Evidence
b. Common Physical Evidence

*From Luke’s accounts of the Acts of the Apostles, we see that tongues were a common physical evidence of those believers who received a Baptism of the Holy Spirit.


Two Types of Tongues According to Scripture:

“Tongues as an individual prayer language to God” 
“Tongues & Interpretation as a message from God” 

*In 1 Corinthians 14, Paul gives a complete and thorough exhortation about the proper use of tongues in the body of Christ.  He discusses the importance of tongues as a prayer language for the believer to use and encourages us to pursue this gift. (1 Corinthians 14:5) He also gives instruction on tongues & interpretation and its proper use in the corporate setting. That the one who gets the message of tongues should also give the interpretation of that message from God.  (1 Corinthians 14:13)  His main emphasis however is that tongues as an individual prayer language to God should be a part of the believer’s walk, but as for a message given from God to the Body of Christ, he would rather us prophecy in our native language.  (1 Corinthians 14:19)
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
